Possibility for foreign objects to get between the control system elements behind the landing gear
beam. Effect: limitation of control system elements’ travel, jamming.

1.3) Subject
Protecting covers.

Inspect the area behind the landing gear beam and connections of the flight control system elements.

Remove any foreign object if found.

Unscrew four (4a) screws and remove the old central panel.

For the airplanes with parachute system installed: make a cutout for the parachute system
deployment handle in the new central panel (1). For that use the old panel as the template by
fixing it to the new one with the screws in the forward holes.

Install the new panels on the airplane. Put the central panel (1) on top of the rear panel (2)
flanges and fix with the screws (4a).

Using the holes in the panels as guides make four ¢J4.5 mm holes in fuselage structure.

Remove the panels. Enlarge the 4.5 mm holes for installation of the rivet nuts (6.8 or 6.1
mm) and blunt the hole edges with 0.6x45° chamfer.

Install four rivet nuts (3) into the prepared holes.

Install the central panel (1) and rear panel (2), fix them with the screws (4).
